1. Purpose for human resource development
The purpose of the Cooperative Division of Veterinary Sciences (Doctoral Program) is to further deepen
the philosophy set forth in the Cooperative Department of Veterinary Medicine, has innovative ideas based
on basic animal medicine, and fosters research leaders leading the field of veterinary hygiene science and
veterinary clinical science.
2. Qualifications for applicants
(i) Knowledge, skills, understanding
- Those who have sufficient basic academic ability and skills in majoring veterinary medicine and
animal science
(ii) Thinking power, judgment power, expressive power
- Those who have English skills and communication skills necessary for research activities
(iii) Interest / Motivation
- Persons who have a willingness and inquiring mind to work on research issues positively
- A person with deep interest in research ethics and veterinary ethics
(iv) Initiative and collaboration
- A person full of execution power who develops creative research with a broad view
3. Contents that you are expected to learn before admission
To acquire basic knowledge on veterinary medicine in order to engage in specialized academic research

2. Application Qualifications

Applicants must meet one of the following qualifications:

Note: Special selection for foreign students is available for non-Japanese applicants who live outside Ja-
pan and are qualified (or expected to be qualified) to enter graduate school in Japan by the Immi-
gration Control and Refugee Recognition Act. Foreign applicants living in Japan are subject to
general selection

i) Have graduated from a six-year veterinary course at university; or are expected to graduate from

such a course by the month of admission.
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ii ) Have graduated from a medical, dental, or six-year pharmaceutical course at university; or are
expected to graduate from such a course by the month of admission.

iii) Have completed 18 years of school education (limited to a final program in veterinary medicine,
medicine, dentistry, or pharmaceutical sciences) overseas; or are expected to complete such a
program by the month of admission.

iv) Have completed 18 years of overseas school education (limited to a final program in veterinary
medicine, medicine, dentistry, or pharmaceutical sciences) by taking a correspondence course of-
fered in Japan by an overseas school; or are expected to complete such a program by the month of
admission.

v ) Have completed a curriculum in an educational institution in Japan with curricula of an overseas
university (only if completion of such curricula corresponds to completion of 18 years of school edu-
cation [limited to a final program in veterinary medicine, medicine, dentistry, or pharmaceutical
sciences] in the pertinent country), which is regarded as an institution in line with the pertinent
country’s education system and is designated by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science
and Technology, Japan; or are expected to complete such a curriculum by the month of admission.

vi) Have been conferred, or expected to be conferred by the month of admission, a degree equivalent
to a bachelor’s degree through attending an overseas university or other overseas school (limited to
those whose education and research activities have been evaluated by persons who have been certi-
fied by the relevant country’s government or a related institution, or which have been separately
designated by the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology as being equiva-
lent to such) and have graduated from a veterinary, medical, dental or pharmaceutical program that
requires five or more years to complete (including graduating from such a program in Japan through
distance learning offered by the relevant overseas school, as well as graduating from such a program
at an educational institution which is regarded as an institution in line with the pertinent country’s
education system and is designated by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Tech-
nology, Japan).

*Those who fall under the Application Qualifications (vi) should contact the Admissions Section,
Fuchu Student Support Office by Wednesday, September 25.

vii) Are designated by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology, Japan.

vii) Are enrolled in a graduate program of another university under the provisions of Paragraph 2, Ar-
ticle 102 of the School Education Act and are deemed by the Cooperative Division of Veterinary
Sciences (Doctoral Program) to possess academic abilities required to follow a graduate program at
the Graduate School, TUAT.

ix) Are recognized by the Cooperative Division of Veterinary Sciences (Doctoral Program) on the basis
of individual qualification screening that they have scholastic abilities equivalent to or higher than
those of university (a medical, dental, or six-year veterinary or pharmaceutical course) graduates,

and are 24 years old or above.

The result will be noticed to you by Monday,
November 18, 2024. Those who pass the screening will receive an Examination Voucher and the date
and time of the academic achievement test (interview examination test) .

Academic achievement test (interview examination test)

This interview examination test will be conducted by connecting your home, university or workplace
and TUAT using Skype, etc. The conversation will be in Japanese or English, and the duration will
be about 30 minutes.

During the first 20 minutes, you should explain the overview of your previous research experience
and your future research plan, using a presentation tool such as PowerPoint. Then the Q&A session
will follow.

The test will be held on a date during the following period (except Saturday and Sunday) : Monday,
December 2, 2024 to Thursday, December 5, 2024. A specific date and time will be sent to you along

with an Examination Voucher.

Successful applicants will be listed on TUAT’s homepage for three days at 10 am. on Friday, December

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10. Security Export Control

In accordance with the “Foreign Exchange and Foreign Trade Act”, Tokyo University of Agriculture
and Technology (TUAT) has established “Tokyo University of Agriculture and Technology Regulations for
Security Export Control” and has been conducting strict screening of prospective students to be admitted
into TUAT.

In case a prospective student or the contents of his/her studies/research is subject to regulation as
defined by the above-mentioned Act or Regulations, TUAT must apply to the Ministry of Economy, Trade
and Industry (METI) of Japan for its permission to allow his/ her enrollment in TUAT, and s/ he may not
be able to begin his / her studies or research immediately at TUAT for the time being.

Furthermore, in case METI denies a TUAT’s application in order to maintain international peace and
security, the prospective student may not be able to pursue his/her studies or research at TUAT as a

result.

11. Extended Enroliment System

The Cooperative Division of Veterinary Sciences (Doctoral Program) offers an option for students with
special circumstances (see Note 1) to complete their course of study within eight years in a specially
planned and approved manner, rather than the standard four years. Those requesting this option will be
screened for qualification.

The total tuition fees for Extended Enrollment is the same as for the standard program of four years.

Applications that have been admitted will be notified of the application method for Extended Enrollment.

Note 1) Eligibility: i Working students (Part-time employees must work 30 or more hours a week)

i Others who are deemed eligible by the President.
